Awarded: €38,500

The 174 Trust is a non-denominational community development organisation using former Presbyterian Church buildings as a shared space to encourage and facilitate engagement between the two main traditions in North Belfast. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund 

Altnaveigh House Ltd

Awarded: €7,500
Altnaveigh House is a voluntary community development body originally established to work with the Protestant community in Newry and Mourne District. Altnaveigh has a network of 286 affiliated groups in NI, many of which are involved in cross border projects, facilitated by Altnaveigh. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund 

Ardoyne Focus Group

Awarded: €15,000
The Group is based at the junction of the Crumlin/Woodvale/Twaddell interface and its programme envisages the creation of a fully comprehensive community safety strategy for the Ardoyne. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund 

Ardoyne Youth Providers Forum

Awarded: €15,000
AYPF is an umbrella group for over 40 community and youth groups in the Ardoyne and Marrowbone areas of North Belfast. The current programme will include workshops on anti-sectarianism, hate-crime, conflict mediation, cultural diversity and orangism and the loyal orders. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund 

Arts For All

Awarded: €50,000

Arts for All, is a community-based arts organisation operating in North Belfast. The Cross Interface Relations Through Community Arts project (CIRCA) aims to create and support a web of innovative arts and culture projects that address sectarianism and division. Autism NI

Awarded: €7,500
Autism NI has strong links with services in the Ireland and the Irish Society for Autism. Members from both sides of the border access training in Belfast and branch support networks.  Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund

Awarded: €2,500

Based in an estate in Ballymena, Ballykeel 11 Residents’ Association is engaging young volunteers on a cross-community basis to engage in positive work within their area. Ballymoney Community Resource Centre (BCRC)

Awarded: €15,000

Clonard Monastery Youth Centre
Awarded: €14,500

Clonard Monastery Youth Centre have an extensive programme of arts, sports, community relations and group based learning activities targeted at young people. The Centre runs community relations programmes with the Castlereagh and Suffolk areas. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund
Co-operation Ireland

Awarded: €300,000

Cooperation Ireland is a non-sectarian, non-political, registered charity established in 1979 in response to the conflict in Northern Ireland. Funding is awarded to create engagement between communities and young people in ‘hard to reach’ sectors North and South. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund

Corpus Christi Youth Centre

Awarded: €20,000

Corpus Christi Youth Centre provides social and personal development opportunities and training to young people aged 5-25. The organisation covers West Belfast but has young people attending from as far as Dunmurry, Finaghy, Glengormley, and beyond. This funding is for the Centre’s community relations and cultural traditions programmes, specifically their contact programmes with Tullycarnet, Knocknagoney, Carlingford and South City. Corrymeela Community

Awarded: €150,000
The Corrymeela Community is a long standing reconciliation organisation. Its Creating Communities Programme, which targets young people and families, is designed to combat sectarianism. Allocated from the Anti-Sectarianism Fund
Creggan Country Park Enterprises Ltd

Awarded: €17,500
Situated in an economically deprived area, the aim of Creggan Country Park is “to improve the quality of life of those living in the North-West”. The Centre was founded in 2006 to promote the educational, cultural & economic welfare of the community of Pettigo & Tullyhommon and its hinterland around the border between Donegal and Fermanagh. The Pettigo and Tullyhommon Youth group will hold a facilitated training programme of practical and theoretical exercises on culture and identity. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund

Gaslight Productions Ltd

Awarded: €20,000

Gaslight’s Epilogues programme explores themes central to an understanding of violent political conflict with a view to promoting peace-building and responsible citizenship. They have, to date, delivered 28 programmes to some 270 participants, including, victims of violence, ex-prisoners, ex security force personnel and youth workers. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund
Gig ‘n The Bann Cross-Community Festival 

Awarded: €2,500

The organisation was formed in 2000 with the aim of promoting traditional Irish and Ulster Scots music and song on a cross community basis. Work is carried out during the year in preparation for the festival. The project is designed to bring together all communities in a cultural setting and to promote reconciliation. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund
Glencree Centre For Peace And Reconciliation 

Awarded: €265,000

The Glencree Centre for Peace and Reconciliation is a non-profit, non-governmental organisation that is devoted to peacebuilding and reconciliation in Ireland, North and South, Britain and beyond. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund

Glenshane Community Development Ltd.

Awarded: €10,000

This group aims to regenerate community which had been adversely affected by the conflict and to provide services and projects, including adult education, community outreach and provision of a neutral meeting space for the community. Allocated from the Anti-Sectarianism Fund
Guild of Uriel

Awarded: €10,000

The Guild of Uriel is a voluntary North-South group based in Co.Louth which was founded in 1995. Its aims are to build peace and to promote understanding through dialogue between people from the different traditions on the island. InterAction Belfast 

Awarded: €8,500 

InterAction Belfast is an established organisation working on Interface issues with all communities, mainly in West Belfast. Allocated from the Anti-Sectarianism Fund 
INTERCOMM

Awarded: €25,000

Intercomm operates primarily in North Belfast. It promotes and facilitates community dialogue, build community leadership capacity, support groups in peace building activities, influence public policy, challenge sectarianism and promote reconciliation.
Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund

Ledley Hall Boys and Girls Club Trust Ltd.

Awarded: €20,000

Ledley Hall Boys and Girls Club Trust Ltd is a charity formed to help young people take control of their lives, working in partnership with them and providing opportunities for their development. They are situated in an interface area in East Belfast. Allocated from the Anti-Sectarianism Fund 

Maiden City Festival 
Awarded: €40,000

The Maiden City Festival was introduced as a means to reduce the potential for violence at Apprentice Boys of Derry events and to create a better understanding of Protestant culture amongst all communities “towards a shared city for all”. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund

Meath Peace Group 

Awarded: €25,000

Meath Peace Group is a voluntary group founded in April 1993 which work towards holding public talks, networking, developing and expanding links, assisting other groups and Schools Programmes targeted at Transition Year students. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund 
Mediation Northern Ireland

Awarded: €11,000
Mediation Northern Ireland’s mission is to promote good practice in mediation through the delivery of training services, building capacity in organisations and providing opportunities for reflective and relational leadership. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund 

New Belfast Community Arts Initiative

Awarded: €50,000

New Belfast’s aim, is to support communities, particularly those in deprived areas of Belfast, through the arts to nurture creativity, support learning, promote inclusiveness, target social and economic need and challenge sectarianism and racism. Allocated from the Anti-Sectarianism Fund

North Belfast Interface Network 

Awarded: €12,500
North Belfast Interface Network was established in 2002 by community organisations to develop a strategic response to interface violence and develop community relations work in North Belfast (Ardoyne, Cliftonville, New Lodge). The current project includes a series of discussion groups to discuss living with interface walls in the decade after the “Good Friday Agreement”. Allocated from the Anti-Sectarianism Fund

Quaker Service

Awarded: €25,000

Quaker Service provides community services for vulnerable individuals and families. It aims particularly to support disadvantaged mothers and children and prisoners and their families and to influence policy on criminal justice issues. Roden Street Community Development Group 

Awarded: €7,500

This 42-week programme aims to improve social relations between both sides of the Roden Street Interface. Rural Community Network

RCN works with the most vulnerable and disadvantaged with towards rural community development. Saints Youth Centre

Awarded: €8,000

The Youth Centre provides advocacy, befriending and individual support programs for young people involved with paramilitaries. There is also an open door policy to the Club that enables every young person regardless of their ability, background or circumstances to drop-in and feel safe, secure and without obligations or demand. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund 

Shalom House Community Resource 

Awarded: €5,000

Shalom House’s role is to support, co-ordinate and foster community relations with leaders, young people and community workers in North Belfast and aims to develop a partnership with the Antiochian Orthodox Church on the Antrim Road. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund
Something Special 

Awarded: €8,000

The overall aim of “Achieving Something Special” is to help 60-80 adults with learning disabilities from Catholic and Protestants communities develop life skills and give them a chance to actively participate in the community and society. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund
Speedwell Trust 

Awarded: €23,500

The Speedwell Trust is a voluntary project based in Parkanaur Forest near Dungannon in Co Tyrone. Some 34 Protestant and Catholic primary schools have agreed to participate in a pilot project run by the Trust which allows children and their teachers to explore cultural identity in Northern Ireland and the Border Counties through sport. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund
St. Peter’s Immaculata Youth Centre 

Awarded: €10,000

St. Peter’s is a youth voluntary organisation based on the Falls Road. Funding is awarded for a contact programme for young people from St. Peters with those from other communities, particularly the loyalist community. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund 

St. Teresa’s Youth Centre

Awarded: €10,000

St. Teresa’s Youth Centre is a full-time voluntary unit based in Andersonstown in West Belfast. This funding is awarded towards preparing children to move out of single identity situations and meet young people from other traditions. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund 

Star Neighbourhood Centre 

Awarded: €6,000

Based in the New Lodge area of Belfast, (on the Duncairn Gardens Interface) the Centre provides pre-school and youth services, as well as a place for senior citizens to meet. Activities include an after school club, youth outreach and a residents support group. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund 

Strathfoyle Youth Centre
Awarded: €5,000

This Youth Centre provides activities to young people from the Strathfoyle estate and surrounding Enagh ward, in areas including community education awareness, cross community programmes, single identity work and peer leadership training. The Centre will partner with Youth Clubs in County Donegal in a cross border youth project. Allocated from the Anti-Sectarianism Fund

Strawberry Tree Playgroup 

Awarded: €2,500

The playgroup is located in a rural area outside Newry and caters for 26 preschool children from all communities. Its ethos is learning and development through free and organised play. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund

Top of The Rock Healthy Living Centre

Awarded: €10,000

The centre provides cross-community workshops and training on, amongst others, stress management, drugs and alcohol and anger management, alongside its counselling and family support services. They also undertake health promotion in schools. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund.

Training for Women Network

Awarded: €11,500
Training for Women Network (TWN) aims to engage and empower women to contribute to post-conflict transition, reconciliation and reconstruction across the North and the southern border counties, including through accredited Peace & Reconciliation courses. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund.

Tyrone, Derry and Donegal Action

Awarded: €19,500

Formed by a group of experienced community practitioners, this group aims to promote reconciliation between Protestants and Catholics through building capacity, creating self-confidence and encouraging community development within rural and urban Protestant communities in counties Derry, Tyrone and Donegal. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund.

Vineyard Church 

Awarded: €7,500

This church is engaged in cross community work in Dungannon and surrounding areas, including a number of valuable outreach schemes that help vulnerable individuals and families. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund.

Youth Initiatives

Awarded: €20,000
Youth Initiatives (YI) is a cross community youth work organisation that aims to awaken hope, inspire initiative and mobilise young people in need to contribute to their community and reconciliation in Northern Ireland. This funding is awarded towards youth projects in Banbridge and Downpatrick. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund
Youthworks CIC 

Awarded: €20,000

This programme is aimed at adult volunteers working with young people and community groups in Belfast (e.g. GAA clubs, scout groups, faith groups) and is designed to help small community organisations engage successful in community relations and peace building. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund.
Achieve Enterprises 

Awarded: €30,000

Achieve Enterprises identified a need to look at engagement between the police and young people, particularly those in socially deprived areas, in Northern Ireland. They will carry out a series of workshops with young people to discuss their perceptions of the police and to discuss the role of the police. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund 
All Saints Youth Club

Awarded: €12,000

The Club is located at the North end of Ballymena town centre, at the edges of a large nationalist housing estate. It provides recreational facilities for young people up to 18 years of age, including those who have been excluded from school. Funding is recommended for the implementation of a summer intervention programme, specifically aimed at teenagers seen as ‘at risk’. Allocated from the Anti-Sectarianism Fund
All-Ireland Schools' Choir

Awarded: €45,000

Funding is recommended towards the costs of running an all island schools choir competition in the Autumn, run in conjunction with Cooperation Ireland and The Titanic Quarter. The Competition, which will be televised by RTE, will be open to all secondary schools on the island.  The Reconciliation Fund contribution will be towards adjudicators’ costs, certain production costs, and subsistence and travel costs for the schools involved. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund
Ballybeen Historical & Cultural Society 

Awarded: €1,000

Ballybeen Historical & Cultural Society are organising activities for the 10 –11 July 2009, with an estimated 300 people expected to attend from the Dundonald area. The festivities are intended to achieve good relations between those celebrating their historical and cultural traditions and those coming along to watch. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund
Ballynafeigh Community Development Association
Awarded: €15,000
Ballynafeigh is an area where Catholics and Protestants have lived alongside one another since before the conflict. The determination to preserve this diverse character led to the establishment of this Association in 1974. Funding is recommended to help Ballynafeigh run a ‘Legislative Theatre Project’ as part of their Interdependence Project, the overarching aim of which is to encourage political engagement by ordinary people. This cross-community project will promote positive civic engagement and a better understanding of how policy is made. It is intended to develop a ‘best practice’ document from the event. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund
Clooney Estate Residents Association

Awarded: €4,000
Clooney Estate is a mixed Housing Executive estate in Derry City. The Residents Association, formed in June 2003, provides a programme of activities to divert young people from anti-social behaviour and provides a community facility which serves as a focal point for local regeneration and training, education and employment opportunities.  Funding is recommended for the Summer Scheme which occurs in August 2009 when, as a result of the marching season, fear and anxiety is at its highest among residents. This project addresses the problem of young people becoming involved in interface violence. Allocated from the Anti-Sectarianism Fund
The Community Development Agency

Awarded: €9,500
The Community Development Agency aims to provide community development for the Newtownabbey area as well as community relations training. The Group is currently involved in the ‘Newtownabbey and Drogheda InterCommunity Partnership’. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund
Community Relations In Schools

Awarded: €25,000 (over two years)
CRIS have developed a community relations training programme for those involved in schools – children, parents, teachers, governors and others. Children will focus on ‘similarity and difference’ and adults on issues of prejudice, sectarianism, conflict and division. The training will be delivered in schools and through a series of summer residential courses. Allocated from the Anti-Sectarianism Fund
Creggan Enterprises Limited

Awarded: €20,000 
The expected publication of the report of the Saville Inquiry has the potential to underline divisions within the wider community in the North. This project aims to prepare the families and survivors for the fallout from the report’s publication by providing a programme of support including counselling and specific training in media relations. Allocated from the Anti-Sectarianism Fund
Creggan Youth Drop-In
Awarded: €12,500 
Creggan Youth Drop-In Centre is a voluntary group catering for up to 150 young people in the area. Funding is recommended to continue and develop the excellent Peace and Reconciliation work that was initiated with the help of funding from the Reconciliation Fund in 2004. They will carry out a number of programmes and activities with young people from the Creggan and from the Protestant Bond Street and Lincoln Courts areas. Allocated from the Anti-Sectarianism Fund
Cumann Spoirt an Phobail
Awarded: €7,500 
CSAP is a small totally voluntary group operating in the upper Springfield community, working with parents and young people providing a new approach to community cohesion development and good relations. They recently organised the Belfast Peace Run, which brought out 4500 runners, including former combatants. They have also organised two mountain walks which provide opportunities for adults. Funding is recommended to continue the Group’s community relations work with hard to reach young people who are at risk of anti social behaviour. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund
Dove House Community Trust
Awarded: €15,000 
Dove House is the major community group dealing with social issues in the Bogside & Brandywell area of Derry City. Funding is recommended towards the summer programme provided under the Youthfirst project aimed at tackling spiralling levels of sectarian activity and anti-social activity occurring in the Westland and Brandywell wards of the City. Allocated from the Anti-Sectarianism Fund
Empire Community Centre

Awarded: €9,500
ECC is a volunteer based community group based at the Roden St / Broadway interface targeting young people (c.50 use the facility each evening). It also runs a pensioners’ club. They have recently begun work with the Village Focus Group which will include cross community work with the Grosvenor Recreation Centre and Divis Youth Providers. Funding is recommended towards diversionary activities for young people and for the pensioners club; for the cross community programmes; for training on good relations and for a major cross community event. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund
Holy Trinity Youth Centre
Awarded: €9,500 
This Youth Centre, with 400 registered members, aims to provide social and personal development opportunities for young people aged 5-25 years. Funding is recommended towards developing their existing community relations programmes with East Belfast. The programme will include organising cross community events and participating in celebrations of each other’s culture.

Allocated from the Anti-Sectarianism Fund
Kilcooley Womens Centre
Awarded: €25,000

Kilcooley Women’s Education and Development Group provides a wide portfolio of training, education and support programmes for socially excluded and marginalised women.  Funding is recommended towards a training programme and outreach programmes with women’s groups in Bangor and Ards. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund
Lisbellaw LOL / Longford Historical Society

Awarded: €9,500

The Lisbellaw Group is an association of like-minded people brought together to promote their Protestant heritage. The proposed project will develop a cross-border and cross-community Good Relations programme, bringing together the Longford Historical Society and the Lisbellaw LOL, mainly through exchange visits. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund
Mastery Foundation NI
Awarded: €7,500

The Mastery Foundation is a non profit volunteer, interfaith organisation. They are particularly looking to connect with loyalists who feel left behind and isolated by the political process. Funding is recommended for a training project for 30 East Belfast community activists, many of whom are loyalist ex prisoners, designed to provide a new understanding of community, participation and leadership and to inspire new strategic plans for neighbourhoods. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund
Mayfield Residents Association 

Awarded: €7,500

The Association aims to improve the lives of residents by promoting education; providing healthcare and leisure facilities; and providing childcare. They are involved in a number of activities, including outreach youth work. Funding is recommended towards establishing a permanent youth club to be open three nights a week. The club will target 13-18 who are perceived to be ‘at risk’ of anti social behaviour, provide community relations training for them and give them the opportunity to take part in cross community activities. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund
NICE
Awarded: €25,000
NICE (Northern Ireland Children’s Enterprise) is a community relations organisation promoting reconciliation, good relations and tolerance. Funding is recommended towards its ‘Citizenship in a Divided Society’ programme, including for follow up training and residentials for some of those who completed the programme in the last academic year. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund
Public Achievement

Awarded: €40,000

This is a youth civic engagement initiative focused on the concepts of citizenship, democracy and public work. The aim of the project is to deliver ‘Civic Youth Work’ training with a specific focus on former combatants in North and West Belfast, Craigavon/Portadown and Claudy (Co. Derry). It is hoped that this training will help develop new models of youth and community leadership in contentious areas and that an accredited training course can be developed for future use. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund
R.E.A.C.H. Across

Awarded: €10,000

REACH Across was formed in 1995 in response to the need for a year-round cross-community and personal development project for young people in the north-western region of Ireland. The project has a triple track approach to achieving reconciliation between 50 young people from polarised or interface areas, whilst simultaneously providing positive alternatives to anti-social influences. Mark Durkan, MLA, has written in support of this application. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund
Rasharkin Residents' Association 

Awarded: €2,200

The objectives of the Association are to promote good relations between all the inhabitants of Rasharkin in the context of the summer parading season. Funding is recommended for the Good Relations Festival that it will hold on 13th and 14th July this year. Allocated from the Anti-Sectarianism Fund
RISE Foundation of Ireland 

Awarded: €17,500

The Rise Foundation intends to open a centre on Rathlin Island which will provide a support structure for individuals and families affected by conflict, including addiction issues. Residential and other associated workshops will create opportunities for cross community dialogue, and promote the benefits of working together on common issues affecting communities. The Foundation has already formed links with groups including ICAP (the Inter Church Addiction Project). Funding is recommended to further develop links with receptive community groups and for a programme of activities to take place on Rathlin Island in the Autumn. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund
Signs of the Times Group
Awarded: €23,000

The Signs of the Times Group works towards reconciliation through residentials, seminars and dialogue processes. Fr. Brian Lennon, its Director, has spent many years actively involved in community, economic, and ecumenical work with people affected by the conflict and he is extensively involved in Reconciliation work and resolving conflict issues. Funding is recommended to provide five Group Dialogue processes for people deeply affected by the conflict, to be delivered in partnership with Quaker House. Participants will be drawn from across the North and the Border regions. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund
St John Vianney Youth Centre

Awarded: €7,500
The Centre provides activities for young people and works in partnership with local agencies to ensure maximum impact. The Project is a year long training course for young people to include training on cultural and identity issues and sectarianism. Funding is recommended to train staff in community relations and for programme costs. Allocated from the Anti-Sectarianism Fund
St John's Youth Centre

Awarded: €7,500 
Parish Youth workers working with young people in the Whiterock, Falls and St. James’ estates, they provide social and personal development opportunities to young people up to 25 years of age, particularly, advocacy, befriending and individual support for young people involved with paramilitaries. Funding is recommended for community relations opportunities for young people, taking 24 teenagers through cross-community contact towards an understanding of the causes and harmful effects of sectarianism. Allocated from the Anti-Sectarianism Fund
St Louis House Youth Group

Awarded: €12,500 

This group works with marginalised young people to reduce exclusion and educational alienation and to help develop an agenda for a shared future. The group is running cross community programmes with Lowe Memorial, Kilmakee and the CoI at St. Marks, helping children explore issues of prejudice and cultural diversity. Funding is recommended to provide programmes aimed at young people from both main communities to run from Sept 09-August 2010. Allocated from the Anti-Sectarianism Fund
Summer Madness

Awarded: €7,500
Summer Madness began in 1987 as a constituent part of the Church of Ireland Youth Department. The main focus is the annual gathering of 5000 young people and leaders at the Kings Hall in Belfast which attracts approximately 300 groups from island of Ireland, both residential and day visitors. The event takes place in July and attendees come from all denominations and backgrounds. The objective is to support young people as they develop their values and beliefs and engage positively with their communities, culture and social issues at large. The project maintains a focus on the reconciliation agenda. Funding is recommended to assist with overall costs for the faith based Summer Madness gathering. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund

Sydenham Historical & Cultural Society

Awarded: €15,000 

The Sydenham Historical and Cultural Society is a voluntary community group based in East Belfast, in an area affected by sectarian violence and social deprivation. Once-off funding is recommended towards community relations elements of the East Belfast Titanic Festival. The Festival will target young people through various diversionary activities including a cross border, cross community sporting event. There will be participants from North and South and from Scotland. Participants will take part in workshops which are designed to help young people develop an understanding of, and respect for, other traditions. Allocated from the Anti-Sectarianism Fund
Tim Parry Johnathan Ball Foundation 

Awarded: €100,000 

Formerly 'The Tim Parry Scholarship', this cultural youth exchange programme works with young people aged 16+ who have demonstrated leadership skills within their schools and communities. The programme aims to improve East-West and North-South relationships, including across the communities in Northern Ireland, and foster friendships between the young people of Britain and the island of Ireland. Allocated from the Anti-Sectarianism Fund
Tipperary Peace Convention 

Awarded: €3,000 

The Convention aims to promote the concept of peace and reconciliation through music, song, debate & discussion and to make an award annually to people who make a particularly noteworthy contribution to the peace making process. Funding is recommended towards the Tipperary Peace Forum and Tipperary Song of Peace Contest which was held from 30 April – 3 May 2009. The Minister attended and delivered the Keynote Address. The Tipperary International Peace Award was given to the Cluster Munition Coalition. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund
Whiterock Steering Festival Group

Awarded: €5,000
The Group is run by a cross community committee whose sole aim is to carry out a ‘diversionary’ cross community festival around a contested Orange Order parade and to bring the community together at a difficult time. Funding is recommended towards the costs of the Festival which includes activities aimed at all age groups from the surrounding communities of mid Springfield (Clonard, Ballymurphy, Highfield and Springmartin) and are designed to keep people away from contentious interfaces where there is a risk of violence. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund
Youthlife
Awarded: €20,000
Youthlife helps young people who have experienced the loss of a parent through death, divorce or separation across the North West of Ireland and border regions. A number of the young people presenting for help have experienced the loss of a parent or other significant adult in their life as a result of The Troubles. The group represents a safe alternative space for vulnerable and at risk young people to meet and learn from each other and explore contentious issues in a spirit of tolerance and respect. The project also serves to provide young people with a safe alternative to sectarian interface violence with events timed to coincide with controversial parade dates. Allocated from the Anti-Sectarianism Fund
174 Trust 

Awarded: €4,300 

The 174 Trust is coordinating a one day conference for community groups to explore opportunities for cooperation across the sector and to look at challenges ahead. The Conference follows on from a similar working group organised as part of the Department of Foreign Affairs’ Reconciliation Networking Forum earlier in 2009. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund 

Active Communities Network
Awarded: €25,000

This project aims to give young people from both communities the information and skills necessary to enable them to actively participate in peace building, both within their own communities, and also between communities on either side of the sectarian divide. Participants will take part in An Gaisce (President's Award) / Duke of Edinburgh Bronze Award and in a number of other anti sectarianism programmes and activities. Allocated from the Anti Sectarianism Fund

All Saints Caring Association 

Awarded: €9,000

Funding has been awarded to help run a series of cross community activities and meetings between young people and their parents from both communities in the Waterside area of Derry. The aim of the programme is to promote tolerance and reconciliation of different communities through meaningful interaction. A number of Primary Schools will be involved. Allocated from the Anti Sectarianism Fund

Ardoyne Holy Cross Boxing Club 

Awarded: €4,500
The Ardoyne Holy Cross Boxing Club provides facilities for 140 young children from Ardoyne. The Club is open to all children and regularly hosts Clubs from both main communities in Belfast. Its aims are to provide positive role models for young people from the area. Funding will be used to support a programme of cross community activities for Club members with a partner Club from the Shankill Road. Allocated from the Anti-Sectarianism Fund

Artillery Youth Club
Awarded: €9,500
Artillery Youth Centre is a youth-led project working in North Belfast. They deliver a variety of programmes on community safety and work with young people at interfaces. They also run an empowerment project for young parents. The Youth Centre currently operates a YouthBank for young people. Funding will be used towards grants for cross community reconciliation projects conceived and run by young people. Allocated from the Anti Sectarianism Fund

Bannside Ballyroan Friendship Group 

Awarded: €1,000

The Bannside Ballyroan Friendship Group was formed in 1998 to link two communities, in Portadown and Dublin. Funding will be used towards the costs of creating a booklet, commemorating the work of the group over the last ten years. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund

Beechfield Primary School 
Awarded: €7,000

This group, made up of parents from Beechfield and St. Joseph’s Primary Schools in East Belfast, was formed to allow pupils, parents and teachers engage with each other. Funding will support the cross community activities of the group. Allocated from the Anti Sectarianism Fund
Belfast YMCA
Awarded: €7,000

Funding will be used for the YMCA’s Youth In Government programme. Youth in Government is a citizenship programme for 15-18 year-olds and gives young people the chance to interview politicians, challenge political parties, and examine issues of the day. Allocated from the Anti Sectarianism Fund
British Irish Rights Watch
Awarded: €5,000

British Irish Rights Watch is an independent NGO which monitors human rights dimensions of the Northern Ireland conflict and the peace process. Funding will be used towards the costs of running a series of of cross-community meetings examining unresolved issues relating to the legacy of the Troubles. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund

Business in the Community 
Awarded: €100,000

Business in the Community aim to create positive change in deprived communities across Northern Ireland. Through this programme they develop capacity among local groups and encourage leadership and support communities to find their own solutions to issues of sectarianism and racism. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund

Carlingford Community Development
Awarded: €25,000
Carlingford Community Development are currently runnding the Carlingford Lough Youth Peace Project (CLYPP). This Project brings together young people from both sides of the border, from both communities and from rural and urban areas to work together in a number of areas, including sport, visual arts and music. Each of the activitiy areas will have a reconciliation and anti sectarian strand to it. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund

Carnagh Border Community 

Awarded: €2,250

Carnagh Border Community is a cross border group which aims to promote social, physical and environmental improvement in the Carnagh area and to combat poverty, improve education and promote Ulster Scots heritage. Funding is in support of the development of cross border relations with groups in Louth and Monaghan. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund

Carrick Hill Community Association 
Awarded: €9,500

This programme will include outreach work to young people in a deprived area of Belfast. Participants will take part in a series of activities, including art and sports, initially on a single identity basis and then on a cross community basis. The aim of the programme is to help young people develop respect and understanding of each other. Allocated from the Anti-Sectarianism Fund
Carrickfergus YMCA
Awarded: €6,000

Carrickfergus YMCA will develop sustainable Youth plans for local estates and will deliver programmes on common issues on a cross community basis with the aim of reducing anti social behaviour in the area and helping young people develop sustainable relationships across and within communities. Allocated from the Anti-Sectarianism Fund

Cathedral Youth Club
Awarded: €9,500

Cathedral Youth Club in Derry provides recreational and educational programmes for young people, to help them develop a better understanding and appreciation of their own cultures and of others. This programme, which will include a North/South link with Ballyfermot in Dublin, will include workshops on culture and identity. Allocated from the Anti Sectarianism Fund

Caw/ Nelson Drive & Galliagh Women’s Group

Awarded: €5,000

These two groups have worked together over the last ten years to highlight issues affecting women from both communities in the Derry area. The group will now bring together ten single identity groups and share their experiences, and outline the benefits, of working together. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund

Churchtown Community Association 

Awarded: €35,000

Churchtown Community Association is a grass roots community association in Co. Tyrone. This cross-community initiative will bring together the key community development groups to develop a coordinated approach to community relations in the area. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund
Clogher Diocese Project

Awarded: €55,000

This project, entitled ‘Whatever we do, Let’s Do Something’, will establish local community forums within the rural diocese of Clogher to help identify and address issues of mutual concern. The project will help build capacity among local communities and within Churches and will be delivered on a fully cross community basis. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund

Cregagh Clonduff Transitions Group

Awarded: €3,250

This Group’s main aim is the development of their community through educational, social and economic initiatives. Funding will be used towards the group’s cross community activities with youth groups in West Belfast. Allocated from the Anti Sectarianism Fund
Cross Border Orchestra of Ireland  

Awarded: €40,000

The Cross Border Orchestra of Ireland was set up in 1995 shortly after the first cease-fire as a peace building initiative and is made up of 130 Catholic and Protestant 12 – 24 year olds from the border counties from Derry to Dundalk.  It is an accomplished orchestra which has played in distinguished forums and travelled internationally to perform. The grant will be in support of its work to bring together young people and help forge sustainable relationships across communities and borders. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund
Cross Border Women’s Collective  

Awarded: €8,750

The Cross-Border Women’s Collective represents women from Ardmonagh Family Resource Centre (West Belfast), the Ballybeen Women’s Centre in Dundonald and South Donegal and has been in operation for the past 6 years. The Collective’s activities include facilitated workshops in areas such as Personal Development, Women’s Place in the Community, Prejudices & Beliefs and Conflict Management. The Group is requesting funding for a programme designed to share their experiences with groups and help them to overcome mutual suspicion and prejudice. Allocated from the Anti-Sectarianism Fund

East Belfast Community Celebration and Conference

Awarded: €3,500

The East Belfast Community Celebration and Conference will celebrate the achievements of volunteers in the community relations sector in East Belfast and West Belfast. The Conference will address best practice and challenges for the future of the community sector. Allocated from the Anti-Sectarianism Fund
Farset Inishowen & Border Counties Initiative
Awarded: €8,000

This group’s main aim is to contribute to and promote community development in Northern Ireland and the Border Counties through the development and implementation of cross border cultural, social and economic activities.  The group also runs peace and reconciliation activities and helps individuals and groups form sustainable relationships. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund

Farset Youth & Community Development Ltd

Awarded: €14,500

Funding will contribute towards the delivery a three year programme called 'RESPECT' in partnership with Youth At Risk (Y@R) in West Belfast (with a focus on Greater Shankill) offering training and support to young people at risk of exclusion as well as local people who will support the young people taking part in the programme. Local youth service providers, community stakeholders and adult volunteers will form a vital part of the project, which will take place over three years. Allocated from the Anti Sectarianism Fund

Foyle Day Care

Awarded: €37,500

Foyle Day Care will run a pilot project which will provide childcare training to 12 parents from both communities in Derry, with a focus on the Fountain and Bogside areas. The programme will last 18 months. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund

Foyle Womens Information Network

Awarded: €6,000

This project will engage nine local grass roots women’s groups from different communities throughout the Derry area. The women will work together in pairs to design and make a patch work quilt depicting “the role of women in peace building”. The project will include significant cross community exhanges and visits. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund

Groundwork NI

Awarded: €22,000

Groundwork NI is a not for profit organisation which looks to use physical environmental regeneration as the catalyst to build positive relationships in and between communities. The grant will be used for the ‘Towards a Shared Culture’ programme. This programme, will involve a series of workshops, seminars and site visits designed to help the local leaders gain better understanding of the other community and their own identity and the confidence to engage in constructive dialogue. Allocated from the Anti Sectarianism Fund

Harmony Community Trust

Awarded: €12,000

Harmony Community Trust has run residential reconciliation programmes for the past 34 years, targeting those who are socially, economically and educationally disadvantaged. Most of the Centre’s clients come from urban areas. Grant aid will assist with the costs of running reconciliation and anti sectarian residential courses for young people. Allocated from the Anti Sectarianism Fund

Harryville / Melmount / Newtowncunningham Cross Community Youth Project
Awarded: €3,500

The three named organisations make up a cross border, cross community youth group which was formed in 2005. Grant assistance will be used for a programme giving participants the opportunity to learn about each other’s culture and identity. Allocated from the Anti-Sectarianism Fund
History of Entertainment of Border Counties 

Awarded: €1,000

Funding will contribute to wards the production of a book about entertainment in Louth, Meath, Monaghan, Cavan, Antrim, Down, Tyrone and Fermanagh. Entertainers from North and South will come together to discuss and record their reminiscences of musical entertainment during the Troubles. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund

Integrated Education Fund

Awarded: €52,500

Funding will support the PACT grant-making programme, which awards grants to schools to promote the development of skills, structures and relationships that enable pupils, staff, governors and parents to respond with understanding and respect to political, cultural and religious differences. The programme will target all schools in Northern Ireland, and will focus on increasing participation of schools at a pre-school level. Allocated from the Anti Sectarianism Fund

Irish Peace Institute

Awarded: €9,000

The Irish Peace Institute seeks to promote peace through training and grass roots capacity building. IPI will this year run the Young Peace Builders Autumn Residential Exchange, bringing together young people from deprived areas of Coleraine and Limerick. The aim of the residentials is to assist youth affected by conflict and displacement to deal with trauma and to empower them to take control of their lives. In particular it is hoped to give participants the communication skills necessary to deal with conflict in their lives. Allocated from the Anti Sectarianism Fund
LINC

Awarded: €20,000

Local Initiatives for Needy Communities (LINC) and was established in 1992 as “a Christian response” to social needs in North Belfast, Newtownabbey and East Antrim. It has since developed into an organisation specialising in Conflict Transformation programmes and offering a wide range of Mentoring, Community Relations and Church and Community facilitation, training and resources. Funding will specifically assist with the creation of a forum helping groups create collaberative relationships. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund
Lisnasharragh and St Bernard’s Primary Schools

Awarded: €17,500

Lisnasharragh and St. Bernard’s Primary Schools have come together to develop a shared learning community, initially within the context of outdoor play. The focus of the programme will be to have children, parents and teachers from the two schools come together and share their learning environment. Allocated from the Anti-Sectarianism Fund
Mummers Foundation 

Awarded: €20,000

The Mummers Foundation is a cross-community board of Mumming enthusiasts dedicated to enhancing the profile, wider understanding and the broad based nature of Mumming traditions, across all traditions and internationally, through networking, research and programmes of work that actively involve rural young people in traditional arts. Funding will assist in the Foundation’s outreach programme. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund

NI Mixed Marriages Association

Awarded: €20,000

NIMMA was set up in 1974 as a self-help group for people in, or about to be in, marriages with a partner from a different religious background. The aims of the Organisation are to provide support and information to couples and to lobby Church and government on the difficulties faced by those who enter into mixed marriages. Advice on a range issues such as getting married, housing, children, is provided. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund

Northside Partnership

Awarded: €15,000

This project aims to develop linkages between communities in the Northside Partnership area and communities in Northern Ireland with the objective of developing an awareness of interaction with the statutory bodies, overcoming social exclusion, interaction with communities with diverse needs and wants, addressing issues of personal security and policing, and regeneration of communities suffering from low employment and disaffection from society. It is anticipated that interaction will take place with groups from East and North Belfast. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund
Omagh Forum for Rural Associations

Awarded: €8,750

The Omagh Forum is a networking organisation providing practical support and guidance to local community groups, responding to issues of concern, and representing and acting upon the views of the local community. This project will help local groups develop the skills and confidence to interact with and lobby statutory agencies and the police. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund

Peace & Reconciliation Group
Awarded: €5,000

The Peace and and Reconciliation Group aims to establish practical ways to promote and work towards reconciliation and greater understanding. Funding will assist with an ongoing project working on reconciliation issues with young men in the Ballymena area. Allocated from the Anti-Sectarianism Fund
PeacePlayers International NI
Awarded: €25,000

PeacePlayers International is a cross community, peace building charity that seeks to unite young people from different backgrounds through sport, in particular basketball, which is not affiliated with either main community. PeacePlayers will develop its Primary School Twinning Programme for Sessions for Holy Cross and Wheatfield Primary Schools in North Belfast and St. Matthew’s and Beechfield Primary Schools in East Belfast. Allocated from the Anti Sectarianism Fund
PLACE

Awarded: €32,500

PLACE seeks to help individuals and groups establish relationships and empower local people to effectively participate in civic life. Funding will contribute towards the JOB programme – Journeys, Opportunities, Beginnings. The aim of the programme is to break the cycle of paramilitary and criminal influence; to create new opportunities for learning new skills and employment; and to improve community relations and increase understanding of cultural diversity. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund
Relatives for Justice

Awarded: €20,000

Relatives for Justice is a victim support organisation. The funding provided will assist with a public consultation process, examining people’s experiences of the death of 11 civilians in Ballymurphy in 1971. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund
RTU/ LDS

Awarded: €5,500

The Regional Training Unit (NI) and Leadership Development for Schools (Ireland) are awarded funding towards running a two day Conference to further develop and maintain meaningful cross-border links and foster reconciliation through education, dialogue and culture. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund
River/ Brooke Young Adult Initiative

Awarded: €11,000

River / Brooke Cross Border Initiative is a partnership between Riverstown Enterprise Development (in Sligo) and Brookeborough and District Community Development Association (in Fermanagh). Funding will contribute to the running of a Young Adult Initiative bringing young people from both sides of the border together at look at issues around their history, conflict and reconciliation. Allocated from the Anti Sectarianism Fund
Shankill Women’s Centre

Awarded: €18,000

The Centre will run a conflict resolution programme to be delivered through the Messines, Epilogues and Shared History Programme.  Participants will be from the Greater Shankill and West Belfast (Shankill Women’s Centre, Maureen Sheehan Centre, Blackie Centre; Conway Education Centre and Ashton Centre). Allocated from the Anti Sectarianism Fund
Sliabh Beagh Development Association 

Awarded: €7,000

The Sliabh Beagh Cross Border partnership is a forum of 13 community groups in the border areas between Fermanagh, Tyrone and Monaghan. The aim of the group is to develop programmes addressing the social, economic, cultural and good relations needs in the area. The Grant will contribute towards the ‘Faces’ project (Friendship, Arts, Community, Environment: Sharing). Funding will be used for the Foyle YouthBank programme, a micro financing facility for young people engaged in reconciliation work and the Political YouthWings programme, a conference based programme for young political party activists from all over the island of Ireland. St Patrick Centre

Awarded: €20,000 

The St. Patrick Centre houses a permanent history of St. Patrick. The Centre hosts educational visits, concerts and tourist groups. Funding will contribute towards the running of the Centre’s Education programme, an interactive experience for children encompassing religious education, history and personal development and mutual understanding. Allocated from the Anti Sectarianism Fund

Truagh Development Association 

Awarded: €35,000 

Truagh Development Association is a voluntary organisation that aims to develop the community and environs of the wider Truagh, Blackwater Valley and Sliabh Beagh areas. Women’s TEC

Recommened: €9,250

Women’s TEC provides facilities to enable women’s participation in non-traditional training and employment. It particularly targets women living in areas of social  deprivation. With the funding provided, the group will add a Peace and  Reconciliation and New Neighbours module to its training programmes. Allocated from the Reconciliation Fund
YouthAction NI

Awarded: €30,000
Youth Action NI is a regional voluntary youth organisation with bases in Belfast, Armagh, Ballygawley, Crossmaglen and Derry. The charity works with young people to enable them to be active and equal citizens. The grant will enable YouthAction to implement the ‘Same Difference’ programme. The programme will engage 120 young people from 12 community groups in a 12 week conflict resolution and mediation course, including 12 youth led cross community events and a youth led drama production. Youthcom

Youthcom is a Catholic organisation, whose role is to support, co-ordinate and monitor youth ministry and develop further initiatives that address the needs of young people. Funding will be used towards the costs of Youthcom’s successful ‘Crossing the Bridges’ programme which enable young peoples who have little cross-community contact to examine the real issues behind the cultural divisions within society and explore reconciliation at their own pace. Youthlink NI

Established in 1991, Youth Link is a partnership of the Churches working together to develop excellence in youth work and ministry, peace building and reconciliation. Youthlink will run six Young Adult Programmes and six Youth Programmes in Letterkenny/Derry, Enniskillen, Castleblaney/Armagh and North, East and West Belfast, exploring issues of identity and peace building. Funding will also cover the Kairos Project, a Peer Education programme for 15-17 year olds, designed to give young people the skills to become peace builders and active citizens. Allocated from the Anti-Sectarianism Fund
